Founded in 1911, the Tsinghua University is located on the site of Tsinghua Garden in Beijing, the former residence of Prince
Yinzhi, the third son of the Kangxi Emperor of the Qing dynasty.In 1909, the indemnity payment to the United States from the
Boxer Protocol was reduced by US$10.8 million by Theodore Roosevelt's administration. The Qing imperial court used the dif-
ference to create the Boxer Indemnity Scholarship Programme and established the China Institute along with a preparatory
school. The school was later renamed Tsinghua School and expanded in 1925 with the addition of a college department. It was
officially chartered as a national university by the Nationalist Government of the Republic of China 05

Tsinghua University was established in Beijing during a tumultuous period of national upheaval and conflicts with foreign powers
which culminated in the Boxer Rebellion, an uprising against foreign influence in China. After the suppression of the revolt by a
foreign alliance including the United States, the ruling Qing dynasty was required to pay indemnities to alliance members. US Sec-
retary of State John Hay suggested that the US$30 million Boxer indemnity allotted to the United States was excessive. After
much negotiation with Qing ambassador Liang Cheng, US President Theodore Roosevelt obtained approval from the United
States Congress in 1909 to reduce the indemnity payment by US$10.8 million, on the condition that the funds would be used as
scholarships for Chinese students to study
Using this fund, the Tsinghua College was established in Beijing, on 29 April 1911 on the site of a former royal garden to serve as
a preparatory school for students the government planned to send to the United States.
